Course description

Latin II is a continuation of our exploration of the Latin language and ancient Roman culture. Through daily translation of the Latin language, students will develop an understanding of the structure of this ancient language and learn about the lives of the Romans and their empire.  Students use the Cambridge Latin Course Unit 3 which explores the world of ancient Roman Britain, the conquest of Judaea and the dedication of the Arch of Titus. 
Course objectives

· Students recognize, pronounce, translate and use intermediate level vocabulary words in Latin.

· Students decipher intermediate level grammatical forms and structures of nouns, adjectives, verbs and pronouns in Latin.

· Students analyze Latin sentence structure and syntax

· Students translate intermediate level passages in Latin.

· Students identify Latin roots used in the English language.

· Students develop an understanding of important aspects of Roman culture and history.

Format and Procedures:

· The teacher models processes of translation daily. 

· The teacher uses a variety of media (texts, audio, film clips etc.) to afford students opportunities to learn vocabulary, grammar and culture.

· The teacher offers a variety of flexible grouping techniques to encourage students to question and clarify material.

· The teacher assigns projects in reading and writing modes.

Required Course Materials:

· Cambridge Latin Course Unit III (distributed by bookroom)

· Classroom supplies: planner, binder with dividers and college ruled paper; pencils; black, blue and red pens, highlighters.

Grade distribution

70% of a student’s grade will be based on Summative Assessments

Summative assessments will be divided according to skills: Vocabulary, Grammar, Latin roots, and Culture will be assessed separately.

30% of a student’s grade will be based on Formative Assessments

Make up Work and Retesting or Redoing

· Students who miss work because of a school related absence should make up the work before the scheduled absence. 

· Students who miss work because of illness or any other type of absence must make the work up in 1 day plus the number of days they are absent. Quizzes and tests MUST be made up within a week of an absence unless the student has made alternative arrangements with me.

· Students scoring below “70” on a  Summative Grade shall be allowed (or may be required) to redo the assignment/test (or similar) after completing prerequisite work. The higher grade, with a maximum of 20% deduction will be taken for the assessment.

· Retesting/redoing should be completed within five school days (unless the teacher makes alternative provision for extenuating circumstances).

Late Work

· School policies are in place regarding late work. Assignments done in good faith may be submitted up to 5 days after the original submission date with a maximum penalty of 20%.

· Students absent to class must make up their work in a timely manner. Check the handbook for the specific guidelines about the number of days granted for absences. Work not made up in the required time will be assessed a grade of 0.
HHS Tardy Policy Discipline Matrix

A student will be considered tardy if they are not inside the classroom when the tardy bell rings. Tardies are cumulative for each semester.
